THE BATTLE TO SURVIVE cont’d

They are all looking very sorry for themselves and look unlikely to
recover - my own fault as I could have covered them - but this cold
weather came so early and unexpectedly I was unprepared. And I
don’t think we have seen the ended of it yet! I have been told to
expect snow all of February and March! Surely not.

I have a large area that was covered with what I thought was rock
rose (another cutting from the coast), until now that is. A search on
the internet shows a different plant under that name, so I don’t have
a clue what it is called. It has dark green succulent type leaves and a
pink daisy type flower and covers the ground quickly. Last summer it
went mad almost covering a wall as it crept down, I am hoping this
will survive as the snow didn't settle on it, but in areas where it was
flat on the ground it has turned in to a squashed brown mess under
the weight of the snow (and me walking on it as I hang my washing
on the fence!) It freezes every night then turns into a slimy mush as
the sun defrosts it. I hope it recuperates.

It is difficult to feel inspired to do anything when the weather is bad,
but as I ventured into my inner sanctum some plants seem to be
doing just fine. My sage was looking a bit straggly by the end of
flowering last year, so I pruned it back and it is now looking pretty
good - although I have just read do not pick when it is cold as it will
damage the plant. Also my lavender is looking healthy too - again I
cut it back after flowering - they do not like the old wood being
pruned so only cut back into the soft wood.

And good old pot Marigolds (Calendulas), they just keep coming back,
flowering over and over again. Although practically a weed they do
add a little bit of cheer and colour to my bleak garden.

And surprise, surprise as it does every year - after trying all summer
to grow it from seed, my coriander has popped up looking as spritely
as ever!

I know that in a couple of months time as winter turns into spring and
the wild flowers start to appear, most of my plants will start to
rejuvenate themselves sufficiently enough for another battle - that
against intense heat - it's amazing that they manage to survive at all!



when it happened to her. At the Court case where she thought she
was the victim in a crash where injuries occurred, the other

certificate receipt to go with her UK driving licence. She knew noth-
ing about the medical and so quickly ended up losing the case as
she did not then have a current driving licence when the crash oc-
curred. Also, her insurance company did not pay out for the dam-
age to her new car even when it “was caused by the other driver.
As I have recently written in my columns for selected English Press
papers here in Spain and on my radio spots on REM.FM and TV spot
on RTV340 (local in Malaga), most human beings will believe what
they are told especially if for them it is good news, i.e. in this case
they do not have to take any medicals. One or two have actually
been arrogant when personally telling me that they I am wrong but
could not supply any reference to any new law which does not exist
anyway as I have found out with a Dutch reader’s help for he was
recently fined for not being able to prove he had taken the medical
to support his Dutch drivers licence. He has checked with his local
Trafico and been told that he has to have a medical and I will go
into more detail soon on this in another article but it was confirmed
as a fact by a senior manager at the Las Palmas Trafico, and the
Royal Decreto above law was quoted. Luckily, when some people
challenge me with unsubstantiated bar rumours, etc when I know
that I am correct, as I am an understanding and tolerant person un-
til people are really stupid with me, I am polite still. Please read
this and believe it with the proof already supplied. Many of the
lower level (new-comers?) clerks in the Trafico administration and
even the medical testing clinics are not aware of all the laws apper-
taining to us foreigners in Spain but the lawyers and judges do if
you are in Court, so please for your own sake do not grab at any
straws given over a pint. In other words, to use a catchphrase I use
and write in every column, TRUST NOBODY.
