A CURRY IN YOUR CASA!

As T hadn't read the Rogan Josh recipe properly, my
husband hit a brick wall as the recipe said to follow the
Bhuna recipe for part of It, which Is on the Universal
||paste and not having the packaging or internet access,

had no recipe to follow - me, I just chuck it all In and
hope for the best, but my husband does like something to follow and is a
stickler for getting It right - this probably explains why he does most of the
cooking in our house. I have made some delicious meals in the past - but
as | never remember how [ did It, they are rarely repeated and
unfortunately many are disastrous! I ended up making it though and
knowing that tomatoes are one of the main ingredients [ chucked a tin In,
along with onions and garlic, it turned out ok, if a little too tomato-y, so
make sure you have a recipe to follow!

The Balti turned out perfect though, as the recipe, followed to a T by my
husband was delicious and well received by my guests. 5 out 7, liked the
balti best, obviously my improvisation with the Rogan Josh could have been
the problem as I was told to follow the recipes as closely as possible!

On a side note all the recipes can be used with chicken, meat, prawns or
vegetables. We chose to use pork, although not traditionally synomymaous
with a curry we find it less dry than chicken and when cocked properly is
levely and tender (and alsc much cheaper!)

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would still be incorrect. If you went to the UK for a holiday you would be
driving with an illegal address. This is the DVLA's response:

“I regret that we are unable to issue a GB licence showing an address outside
Wales, Scotland or England.

Drivers who take up residence in another EC/EEA country no longer have to
exchange their driving licence, but may continue to drive using their own
national licence for as long as it remains valid. You should however, check
with the appropriate driving licensing authorities where you are now resident
for information on any conditions that the host member state may stipulate.

National licences may only carry an address from the country which issued that
licence. We are therefore unable to re-issue your British licence with a foreign
address. It is accepted that drivers who move to another part of the EC/EEA

permissible under the terms of the EC Directive on Driving Licences.

Also on your visits to GB it would be acceptable for the licence to not contain
your current address”.

I appreciate that many people have been concerned with the whole situation
and I hope that I have provided enough information that you can make your
own decision. If anyone has any more information or can add anything more
please let us know. I know that there has been a lot of scaremongering and
all I would say is if you decide to use someone like a Gestoria or Asesor try and
use one that has been recommended. On the following page we are providing
information received from one of our readers......

"I have been ripped off by an Asesor in Baza and I think others could learn
from my experience. There is an Asesor in Baza offering services to
British expats and since their advert states that they speak English I
approached them when I wanted to exchange my UK driving licence for a
Spanish One. This was in November 2006 when a fee was agreed, I paid the
deposit of Euros 40 requested and handed over my plastic and paper UK
licences as required by them. Nothing further was heard (apart from excuses
such as: UK authorities not responding, pressure of work at Christmas,
Roumania's entry into the EU !!!) until April 2007 when the Asesor claimed that
El Trafico Granada had lost both my application and accompanying UK
licence. The only option now, I was advised, was to submit a second
application for which the Asesor demanded a further payment of Euros 80. I
paid this since I had no UK license to support an application through another
source.

The second application was received by El Trafico in early May by which time I
had been driving around for 6 months with no licence or any evidence that one
had ever existed, should the Guardia have enquired.

In the absence of any more news, I visited the Asesor in August 2007 only to
be told I would now have to pay them another Euros 36 - total Euros 156 and
still no Spanish licence! I declined and said I would pay them their total
outstanding fee when the new licence came to hand. By now my UK licence
had miraculously materialized and was returned to me.

Again, no developments, so I e-mailed the Asesor in November 2007 (the
anniversary of my first application and payment !) but there was no response.
I eventually spoke to them on the phone in January only to be told that they
had done nothing further and they were not going to progress the matter until
I paid the Euros 36 demanded last August. As I now had my UK licence back I
decided to cut my losses and seek help from another Asesor with the help of
Pepe at The Pink Orchid.

In the space of 2 days, he took me through the process including acting as
translator at my medical (a requirement the Asesor had failed to mention) and
with the Gestor my application was made. The new Spanish licence arrived 6
weeks later and the total cost was substantially less than the amount I had
paid to the previous Asesor who had treated me with such contempt and
strung me along for 14 months.”
