Logging onto Ryanair’s website, I discovered a new route from
Alicante to Fez in Morocco with some incredible deals. Finding a return
flight to Fez at €8 was irresistible, as I had always wanted to visit this
exotic citadel of Arabic and Islamic culture - supposedly the most
complete Islamic medieval city in the world and still unspoilt by
tourism.

I booked accommodation for us at Riad Jean-Claude (an old traditional
Moroccan house) because of its location right beside the Medina,
accessible by road and also because it had a small swimming pool.
Jean-Claude arranged for a taxi to meet us at the airport - in fact he
was the perfect host — nothing was too much trouble. This delightful,
small B&B had a lovely green garden and a pretty terrace on which we
had our breakfast of fresh fruit and croissants.

On our first night, we had an exceptional dinner at Riad Dar Roumana.
Didier, the chef, took us up to the roof terrace for a panoramic view of
the Medina. He explained that some 350,000 people live there, with
an average of 55-65 people living in each house! We dined in the
romantic internal courtyard, lit with candles. The menu was a set
three course meal with complimentary mineral water and tea/coffee for
280 Dirhams (about €24pp). Wine was also available. The food was
as good as any top London restaurant, not surprising really as we
learnt that Didier had worked with many famous chefs around the
world.

The following day we ventured into the medina, which still maintains
its ancient guild system of craftsmen. To walk its narrow streets
through the tanneries, shrines, courtyards and bazaars, to take in the
style of life, the sounds and the aromas, takes one back in time for
many centuries. We didn't feel the need for a guide. We were not
hassled, nor did we feel threatened and we quickly learned that if we
heard the cry of “"Balek” to get out of the way, this signalled the
imminent arrival of a heavily laden donkey or a man with a heavy cart,
where there was just enough room for them to squeeze through the
alleyway.

The main entry into the medina is through the Bab Bou Jeloud city
gate, where there is a bustling throng of café/restaurants, all offering
local fare at cheap prices and the opportunity to people watch.
